Dear colleagues, dear partners of Ataxia Global Initiative,

Thanks for your interest in starting translational projects genuinely leveraging the emerging trial-readiness network and infrastructure of the Ataxia Global Initiative (AGI). 
Project proposals will be reviewed, coordinated and selected by the AGI Steering Committees for possible endorsement. Endorsement means that the project will receive full Ataxia Global infrastructure support in terms of contact lists, standards, discussion platforms, registries, etc. 
For the selection process, projects should meet all of the following criteria and will be ranked and selected accordingly:
· A translational project on one or several ARCAs or SCAs
· A strong rationale why the project fits with the goals of the AGI
· A clear strategy how it will use the AGI infrastructure and network
· Likelihood of success
· Translational/scientific impact

Importantly, these projects should be presented not as personal research reflecting merely one’s individual research interest. Rather, they should present first project ideas for a strongly collaborative, genuine AGI project. These will then be collected, refined, elaborated and coordinated further by AGI as trial-readiness platforms, including the Steering Committee. These further processing steps will also allow to harmonize the projects and avoid overlap.
· Please use the template attached for your project proposal and submit to Ataxia Global Initiative (ataxiaglobaloffice@med.uni-tuebingen.de) by September 30th, 2021. 
· Projects will be reviewed and coordinated by the AGI Steering Committee.
· Projects will be showcased on the AGI website, and are expected to submit a yearly progress report. Project owners can be asked to present their projects at AGI meetings.

We are looking forward to the exciting project ideas on translational Ataxia research!
